General requirements

· Residency programmes must run for a minimum of 3 years (36 months) full-time or equivalent part-time.
· Programmes should be supervised and overseen by an existing Diplomate of the European College of Animal Welfare and Behavioural Medicine
Clinical skills

· A university centre or practice should have sufficient cases for each resident to see a minimum of 100 consultations during each year of their residency programme. 
· The resident should spend at least 60% of their time engaged in clinical activities.
· These clinical activities include: 
· Conducting first contact behaviour consultations, involving taking a history, explaining the animal’s behaviour to the client, devising a suitable treatment programme and imparting this to the client. 
· The majority of these first contact consultations should be ‘face-to-face’ with the client: remote consultations using video facilities such as skype, facetime, whats app etc should not make up more than 5% of the consultations. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic there will be the exceptional condition that for the year 2020 up to 75% of cases can be conducted via remote consultations using video facilities such as skype, facetime, whats app etc
· Conducting follow up sessions with clients to monitor progress, and / or demonstrate practical aspects of the treatment programme can be achieved using telephone, e-mail or remote video facilities listed above. Follow up should be documented for all cases including attempts to carry out follow up which have been unsuccessful due to clients moving away, losing contact etc. If follow up was not appropriate, for example for legal cases, the reason for the lack of follow up should be noted in the follow up part of the case log.
· No more than 75% of a resident’s total caseload should be related to a single species

The student must keep a case log of a minimum of 300 cases - 100 cases per year of residency (pro rata for part time) of which 30 in the first year of the residency were cases observed with the residency supervisor

· These papers should be published prior to sitting the final examination and accepted for publication prior to the deadline for credentialing for the examination.
· Present at least one oral presentation in a national or international veterinary or animal behaviour congress (not including local continuing education presentations). Present a second presentation (oral or poster) in a national or international veterinary or animal behaviour congress (not including local continuing education presentations). 
· At least one of these presentations should be at the ECAWBM annual meeting. 
· At least one of the oral presentations should be based on research findings from the resident’s own research project.
· Due to the COVID-19 pandemic there will be the exceptional condition that those residents needing to present a paper at a conference in 2020 can do so virtually, or if this is not possible, delay that presentation until 2021
